HOW TO PURCHASE A CEMETERY PLOT

The purchase of a grave must be for a deceased individual who is either a Wilmington resident of former resident.  A former resident must have been a resident of Wilmington for at least twenty years or half of his/her life.  

You can go to the cemetery and meet with the foreman who will show you different lots that are available for purchase.  You will choose a single grave lot with flat marker privilege, a two-grave lot with flat marker privilege, or a two-grave lot with headstone privilege.  Once you decide which lot you would like to purchase, if you are working with a funeral home, you will pay them directly and they will pay the Town of Wilmington.  If you are not using a funeral home, you will pay the town directly.  A check made payable to the Town of Wilmington in the full amount is due the day of the funeral.  You can either bring your check to the cemetery at the time of your service and give it to the foreman with the rest of your paperwork, or bring to the Cemetery Office located at 115 Andover Street.
